If you are using tags, now is the time to place the next tag on your bottle and to enter or

accept the tag number/s displayed
c. Confirm or modify the Rack where the wines are to be stored and if you are recording the
location of each bottle enter this in the X and Y fields.
d. You can enter the
Price you paid for the wine,
the Value of the wine,
where it was Purchased From
and you can modify the Purchase Date.
e. Itis wise to also enter
year you wish to Hold the wine before opening,
the year you consider it to be at its Peak,
the year by which you deem it must be opened (Drink By).
f.  Finally click on Add Bottle.

3. Place the wine appropriately in your cellar. If you are using Vinote Tags, you can place your
bottles randomly in the designated rack. If you are using the X and Y locations, make sure you

place the bottles in the correct spaces.



Finding a Bottle To Drink

Vinote Cellar makes it easy to find the perfect bottle to drink using a combination of three
features, searching, sorting and filtering.

a. Filtering

Once you have found a bottle to open, using one or more of the Filter, Sort and Search
functions, you are ready to head to your cellar, search the location for the appropriate tag
and enjoy. Be sure to remove the tag and keep in a safe place until you have a spare (or
sober) moment to remove the bottle from the database.

Removing a Bottle
The great advantage of Vinote over other cellaring software programs is that you can drink the
wine and discard your wine bottles before you remove them from your cellar database. All you

need to do is keep your neck-tags and follow the steps below at an appropriate time.

a. Click on the Search tab, to display the secondary search box.
